SUMMER ART SCHOOL 2013
TRŠIĆ 20-27. JULY
1. STONE SCULPTURE
Professors Goran Čpajak and Marko Lađušić, Faculty of Applied Arts
The workshop covers all aspects of stone working by exploring sculptural form: positive and negative space, surface and texture, light and shadow, volume, mass, balance, dynamism, innovation and cultural influences. Challenging result will be making of large stone sculpture in public space. In addition to learning and expanding practical skills, the workshop is the place to develop and exchange ideas and approaches to sculpture.
2. PLEIN-AIR PAINTING
Professor Anđelka Bojović, Faculty of Fine Arts
This workshop is inspired by picturesque site of village Tršić – landscape, summer atmosphere and nature. The goal is to paint out-of-doors, to search for unexpected, to see things simply, to put down first impression quickly, to paint the colors and make them vibrate. Young artists from different countries will explore new ideas and expand the boundaries of their practice. 
3. CERAMICS – FROM SMALL ART PIECES TO INSTALATIONS 
Professors Velimir Vukićević and Lana Tikveša, Faculty of Applied Arts
The Ceramics Workshop will engage students in developing critical and technical skills for making functional and expressive vessels and figurative and abstract sculpture inspired by ethno architecture in the Village as well as for challenging large sculpture installation in outdoor environment. Their source of artist's inspiration will be in cultural recourses of village Tršić and surrounding area of Loznica. Students will also experience interdisciplinary work with other summer school participants.
4. CLASSICAL GUITAR
Professor Srđan Tošić, Faculty of Music
The Classical Guitar Workshop is designed for young classical guitar performers. Participants will work in master classes on a broad range of topics (from XIV century music to contemporary music). Also, workshop sessions in classical guitar will be organised and nightly outdoor concerts. The workshop is the place to exchange energy and experience, develop creativity, interact with participants of different workshops and stress release in beautiful natural environment.  
5. DOCUMENTARY FILM

Professor Janko Baljak, Faculty of Dramatic Arts
In a week time, the group of young filmmakers will research and shoot authentic life and people. They will catch interesting moments, both from visual and sociological aspects. The focus is on the idea that documentary film is not just a portrait of a small village. Instead, students will portrait concrete people, ideas, objects and phenomena. The aim is to catch the spirit of this region and to search through the relation between rural and urban. The result will be a short explorative documentary film. 
6. ETHNOMUSICOLOGY
Workshop leader Olivera Vasić, professor at Faculty of Music
The Ethnomusicology Workshop focuses on terrain research, documentation and promotion of artistic forms of Loznica Region with the aim to create follow-up of systematic study conducted 40 years ago. The challenge is to explore the Region almost half a century later and track the changes in musical forms.
